Manor Park, Lindenlea, Overbrook) would split responsibilities for the October presentation so
that each community could make its presentation on one topic on behalf of all the communities.

Park Report
The dead trees from last year's plantings have been replaced.

The park needs more garbage containers. One extra one has been added, but more are needed. City staff
are diligent about cleaning out the containers after the weekend, but the existing containers are

overflowing on weekends.

There was a discussion about developing some kind of space in the park that recognizes the
contribution of First Nations to our area.

6. Community Group Updates

The CCC will be using the Fieldhouse for its Hallowe'en program.

Cindy told us that the Community Collective (under leadership of Cardinal Glen) has initiate a pilot
programme to address the issue of homelessness. As mentioned earlier, the Community Collective is
coordinating community presentations re the draft Official Plan.
